POLICY 102-7

RECRUITMENT AND TESTING OF STUDENTS BY PRIVATE SCHOOLS AND OTHER
AGENCIES

Recruitment and testing of public school students during the school day by agents of private
schools and other agencies, both public and private, is to be confined to non-school time except
(1) where such activities are sponsored by the public school as a part of its guidance and
educational placement program or (2) when the principal of the school decides that an interview
during the school day is in the best interest of a pupil.
